A. Visitors are always welcome. We often have visitors and students attend our meetings. There is no fee to attend as a visitor.

A. Wear what makes you feel comfortable. There is no dress code. Most members don business attire when giving a prepared speech, although there is no requirement to do so.

A. That is totally up to you. We provide an opportunity for you to comment on our meeting toward the end of the agenda but there is no pressure for you to do so; you can choose to make a comment or not.

A. Yes. Meetings are open to the general public. As a Visitor, you can relax and watch Toastmasters in action.
